(5) Floors, walls, and ceilings shall be finished so as to be
easily cleanable and shall be kept clean and in good repair.

e The paint on the ceiling in the hallway was peeling and
required repair.

e The paint on one wall in the living room was chipped and
required repair.
R 400.14506 Fire extinguishers; location, examination, and maintenance.

(2) Fire extinguishers shall be examined and maintained as
recommended by the manufacturer.

¢ One fire extinguisher needed to be recharged.

IV. RECOMMENDATION

Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, renewal of the license
and the special certification is recommended.
