This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

R 400.14301

Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan;
emergency admission; resident care agreement;
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(4) At the time of admission, and at least annually, a written
assessment plan shall be completed with the resident or
the resident's designated representative, the responsible
agency, if applicable, and the licensee. A licensee shall
maintain a copy of the resident's written assessment plan
on file in the home.

Resident A assessment plan was last signed and dated
09/2021.

Resident B’s assessment plan was last signed and dated
04/2022.

REPEAT VIOLATION-LSR Dated 10/15/2021.

CAP dated 12/22/2021, signed by former licensee designee,
Kathleen Swantek, stated that Blue Water Development
Housing will annually and at the time of intake, complete an
assessment plan for each resident and have appropriate
parties’ sign.

(6) Except for bank accounts, a licensee shall not accept
resident funds of more than $200.00 for any resident of the

home after receiving payment of charges owed.

(iii) Former address.

(iv) Name, address, and telephone number of the next
of kin or the designated representative.

(v) Name, address, and telephone number of the
person and agency responsible for the resident's
placement in the home.

(vi) Name, address, and telephone number of the
preferred physician and hospital.

(vii) Medical insurance.

(viii) Funeral provisions and preferences.

(ix) Resident's religious preference information.
