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II. Purpose of Addendum

The purpose of this addendum is to increase the capacity of Family 1st 
(Sunnypoint) (AS630400562) from four residents to five residents. 

III. Methodology

06/30/23- Received request from licensee designee, Josie Byrd, to increase capacity 
of home following renovations to resident bedrooms. 

07/10/23- Onsite inspection to measure bedroom #1. Did not meet floor space 
requirements for two beds after renovations. 

07/18/23- Onsite inspection to measure bedroom #2 which meets requirements for 
two beds after renovations with more than 65 square feet per bed. 

IV. Description of Findings and Conclusions

Resident bedrooms were measured and have the following dimensions:

2 10.4 x 13.3 138.4 2
3 11.4 x 13.75 156.75 2

                        Total capacity:   5

Renovations to bedroom #2 increased the usable floor space to more than 65 square 
feet per bed, so the bedroom can now accommodate two residents. The living room and 
dining room areas offer a total of 484 square feet of living space, which exceeds the 
required 35 square feet of living space per resident. 

The staffing pattern of the home is adequate and includes a minimum of 1 staff to 5 
residents per shift.

Based on the above information, it is concluded that this facility can accommodate five 
residents. It is the licensee’s responsibility not to exceed the facility’s licensed capacity. 
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V. Recommendation

I recommend the capacity of Family 1st (Sunnypoint) (AS630400562) be 
increased from four residents to five residents.
