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III. DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

MCL 400.734b Employing or contracting with certain individuals providing 
direct services to residents; prohibitions; criminal history 
check; exemptions; written consent and identification; 
conditional employment; use of criminal history record 
information; disclosure; determination of existence of 
national criminal history; failure to conduct criminal history 
check; automated fingerprint identification system 
database; electronic web-based system; costs; definitions.

(2) Except as otherwise provided in this subsection or 
subsection (6), an adult foster care facility shall not employ 
or independently contract with an individual who has direct 
access to residents until the adult foster care facility or 
staffing agency has conducted a criminal history check in 
compliance with this section or has received criminal 
history record information in compliance with subsections 
(3) and (11). This subsection and subsection (1) do not 
apply to an individual who is employed by or under 
contract to an adult foster care facility before April 1, 2006. 
On or before April 1, 2011, an individual who is exempt 
under this subsection and who has not been the subject of 
a criminal history check conducted in compliance with this 
section shall provide the department of state police a set of 
fingerprints and the department of state police shall input 
those fingerprints into the automated fingerprint 
identification system database established under 
subsection (14). An individual who is exempt under this 
subsection is not limited to working within the adult foster 
care facility with which he or she is employed by or under 
independent contract with on April 1, 2006 but may transfer 
to another adult foster care facility, mental health facility, or 
covered health facility. If an individual who is exempt under 
this subsection is subsequently convicted of a crime or 
offense described under subsection (1)(a) to (g) or found to 
be the subject of a substantiated finding described under 
subsection (1)(i) or an order or disposition described under 
subsection (1)(h), or is found to have been convicted of a 
relevant crime described under 42 USC 1320a-7(a), he or 
she is no longer exempt and shall be terminated from 
employment or denied employment.
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Direct care staff, Patrick Ohaka’s fingerprints are incomplete.  Per the Workforce 
Background unit, the licensee has yet to select if she wants to employ Mr. Ohaka in 
the database.  No application was entered for direct care staff, Franca Okeke which 
means she was not fingerprinted for the department.  

R 400.14204 Direct care staff; qualifications and training.

(3) A licensee or administrator shall provide in-service 
training or make training available through other sources to 
direct care staff. Direct care staff shall be competent before 
performing assigned tasks, which shall include being 
competent in all of the following areas:

(d) Personal care, supervision, and protection.

Direct care staff, Franca Okeke has no verification of completion of Personal care, 
supervision, and protection needs of resident training in her respective employee 
record.  She was hired to work at the facility on 8/30/24.

R 400.14204 Direct care staff; qualifications and training.

(3) A licensee or administrator shall provide in-service training 
or make training available through other sources to direct care 
staff. Direct care staff shall be competent before performing 
assigned tasks, which shall include being competent in all of the 
following areas:

(e) Resident rights.

Direct care staff, Franca Okeke has no verification of completion of Resident rights 
training in her respective employee record.

R 400.14301 Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan;
emergency admission; resident care agreement; 
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(8) A copy of the signed resident care agreement shall be 
provided to the resident or the resident's designated 
representative. A copy of the resident care agreement shall be 
maintained in the resident's record.
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Resident placed in the home on 10/1/24 signed the Resident Care Agreement in lieu 
of the guardian.  Guardian’s signature is required whenever there is guardianship 
intact.  

R 400.14312 Resident medications.

(4) When a licensee, administrator, or direct care staff member 
supervises the taking of medication by a resident, he or she 
shall comply with all of the following provisions:

(b) Complete an individual medication log that contains 
all of the following information:

(i) The medication.
(ii) The dosage.
(iii) Label instructions for use.
(iv) Time to be administered.
(v) The initials of the person who administers the 

medication, which shall be entered at the time the medication is 
given.

(vi) A resident's refusal to accept prescribed 
medication or procedures.

SH was placed at the home for approximately 3 days.  The resident takes several 
medications, but there were no Medication Administration Records provided to the 
department upon request for this resident.  Mr. Ohaka indicated he could not locate 
them on the day of inspection.

Observed TG’s Vitamin D3 50mg and Tamsulosin 0.4mg was not signed out as 
having been administered at 8:00am on 9/30/24.  Both tablets are to be 
administered daily based on the label instructions.  

R 400.14318 Emergency preparedness; evacuation plan; emergency
transportation.

(5) A licensee shall practice emergency and evacuation 
procedures during daytime, evening, and sleeping hours at least 
once per quarter. A record of the practices shall be maintained 
and be available for department review.

No fire drills were completed.  No records available for department review.
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IV. RECOMMENDATION

Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, renewal of the license 
is recommended.
