Il. Purpose of Addendum

To increase the licensed resident capacity from four residents to six residents.

lll. Methodology

On 1/5/26, Licensee Steven Percoco provided a written request to increase the
resident capacity for his Adult Foster Care (AFC) facility from four residents to six
residents.

Mr. Percoco provided a detailed description of renovations completed at his AFC
facility in order to increase the resident capacity. He indicated that the renovations
that were completed to turn the garage into a two-resident bedroom are as follows:

e Removed and replaced all walls and ceilings with new drywall.

¢ |Installed a new Anderson window that is thirty-two and a half inches wide
and forty-five and a half inches tall.

¢ |Installed a new exterior door that is thirty-six and half inches wide and
eighty-one inches tall.

o Built steps outside with railing and handrail to accommodate residents
and visitors entering and leaving the resident bedroom.

¢ Already existing: Door to enter kitchen twenty-nine and a half inches wide

and seventy-nine and a half inches tall.

Installed a new ceiling fan.

Built a new closet: 59 inches wide and 82 inches high.

Installed new plank flooring.

Installed a new DELLA wall mounted air conditioner and heater combo in

the new two-resident bedroom.

On 2/2/26, | conducted an onsite inspection. | inspected the renovations completed
at the AFC facility. The renovations were completed by a professional builder. |
found that the renovations completed were of the highest standard of workmanship.

Resident bedroom #4 was measured during the onsite inspection. The
resident bedrooms have the following dimensions:

Bedroom # | Room Dimensions | Total Square Footage | Total Resident Beds
1 10’ x 10’ 100 1
2 11'11" x 10'4” 116 1
3 13’ x10° 130 2
4 12’ x 18 216 2

Given the sizes of the bedrooms and one to two residents per room, the facility’s
bedroom space meets the required 80 square feet allowed of usable floor space for
a single occupancy and 65 square feet of usable floor space per bed for a
multioccupancy resident bedroom.



The indoor living and dining areas measure a total of 338 square feet of living
space. This exceeds the minimum of 35 square feet of indoor living space per
occupant exclusive of bathrooms, storage areas, hallways, kitchens, and sleeping
areas. Based on the above information, this facility can accommodate six

residents. It is the licensee’s responsibility not to exceed the facility’s licensed
capacity.

IV. Description of Findings and Conclusions

| found the facility to be in compliance with all applicable rules and statutes.

V. Recommendation

| recommend the licensed resident capacity be increased from four residents to
six residents.
