DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

The facility is in non-compliance with the following applicable rules and statutes.

R 400.14203

Licensee and administrator training requirements.

(1) A licensee and an administrator shall complete the following
educational requirements specified in subdivision (a) or (b) of
this subrule, or a combination thereof, on an annual basis:

(@) Participate in, and successfully complete, 16
hours of training designated or approved by the department that
is relevant to the licensee's admission policy and program
statement.

(b) Have completed 6 credit hours at an accredited
college or university in an area that is relevant to the licensee's
admission policy and program statement as approved by the
department.

The licensee designee, Victoria Svet did not complete the required annual
trainings for 2021.

R 400.14316

Resident records.

(1) A licensee shall complete, and maintain in the home, a
separate record for each resident and shall provide record
information as required by the department. A resident record
shall include, at a minimum, all of the following information:

(a) Identifying information, including, at a minimum,
all of the following:

Resident A and Resident B's social security number was not documented on
their identification records. Resident A and Resident B's burial provisions were
not documented on their identification records.

(9) A licensee shall review the written resident care agreement
with the resident or the resident's designated representative
and responsible agency, if applicable, at least annually or more
often if necessary.

Resident A's guardian did not sign her 2020 or 2021 resident care agreement.
Resident B's guardian did not sign her 2021 resident care agreement.

R 400.14301 Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan;
emergency admission; resident care agreement;
physician’s instructions; health care appraisal.

(4) At the time of admission, and at least annually, a written
assessment plan shall be completed with the resident or the
resident's designated representative, the responsible agency, if
applicable, and the licensee. A licensee shall maintain a copy
of the resident's written assessment plan on file in the home.

Resident A's guardian did not sign her 2021 assessment plan. Resident B's
guardian did not sign her 2021 assessment plan.

R 400.14310 Resident health care.
(3) A licensee shall record the weight of a resident upon

admission and monthly thereafter. Weight records shall be kept
on file for 2 years.

There was no weight record for Resident B for the month of December 2020 or
January 2021.



R 400.14312 Resident medications.

(2) Medication shall be given, taken, or applied pursuant to label
instructions.

On 4/13/22, Resident B was not administered her Senna 8.6mg as the
medication has not been refilled.

A corrective action plan was requested and approved on 04/13/2022. It is expected that
the corrective action plan be implemented within the specified time frames as outlined in
the approved plan. A follow-up evaluation may be made to verify compliance. Should
the corrections not be implemented in the specified time, it may be necessary to
reevaluate the status of your license.

IV. RECOMMENDATION

An acceptable corrective action plan has been received. Renewal of the license is
recommended.
