Yes [ | (please explain) No[ | N/A [X



lll. DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

R 400.14312

Resident medications.

(1) Prescription medication, including dietary supplements,
or individual special medical procedures shall be given,
taken, or applied only as prescribed by a licensed
physician or dentist. Prescription medication shall be kept
in the original pharmacy-supplied container, which shall be
labeled for the specified resident in accordance with the
requirements of Act No. 368 of the Public Acts of 1978, as
amended, being {333.1101 et seq. of the Michigan Compiled
Laws, kept with the equipment to administer it in a locked
cabinet or drawer, and refrigerated if required.

At the time of the inspection, medications that required refrigeration were not locked

up.

R 400.14318

Emergency preparedness; evacuation plan; emergency
transportation.

(5) A licensee shall practice emergency and evacuation
procedures during daytime, evening, and sleeping hours at
least once per quarter. A record of the practices shall be
maintained and be available for department review.

At the time of the inspection fire drill records for 2021 were not available for review
and the fourth quarter fire drill records for 2020 were not conducted.

R 400.14403

Maintenance of premises.

(11) Handrails and nonskid surfacing shall be installed in
showers and bath areas.



At the time of the inspection one of the bath rooms contained a removable bat mat in
the shower.

R 400.14506 Fire extinguishers; location, examination, and maintenance.

(2) Fire extinguishers shall be examined and maintained as
recommended by the manufacturer.

At the time of the inspection the facility did not have documentation that verified that
the fire extinguishers were being examined monthly.
IV. RECOMMENDATION

Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, renewal of the license
is recommended.
