This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

R 400.14305 Resident protection.

(3) A resident shall be treated with dignity and his or her
personal needs, including protection and safety, shall be
attended to at all times in accordance with the provisions of
the act.

e The facility staff completed the required number of fire
drills during each quarter of 2021 and 2022; however,
multiple evening and sleeping hour drills were the
duration of 6 minutes or more.

e During the first quarter of 2022, the fire drill conducted

during the sleeping hours was 10 minutes and 9
seconds.

IV. RECOMMENDATION

Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, renewal of the license
and the special certification is recommended.
