Yes [ | (please explain) No[ | N/A [X



lll. DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

R 400.14301

Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan;
emergency admission; resident care agreement;
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(10) At the time of the resident's admission to the home, a
licensee shall require that the resident or the resident's
designated representative provide a written health care
appraisal that is completed within the 90-day period before
the resident's admission to the home. A written health
care appraisal shall be completed at least annually. If a
written health care appraisal is not available at the time of
an emergency admission, a licensee shall require that the
appraisal be obtained not later than 30 days after
admission. A department health care appraisal form shall
be used unless prior authorization for a substitute form has
been granted, in writing, by the department.

Resident A did not have a health care appraisal on file that was completed by a
physician within 90 days before admission to facility. Resident A’s health care
appraisal was completed by Obiageli Ezeanya, who was the administrator at the
time and is also a nurse.

Resident A’s resident care agreement was not signed by her guardian.

(2) Hot and cold running water that is under pressure shall
be provided. A licensee shall maintain the hot water

temperature for a resident's use at a range of 105 degrees
Fahrenheit to 120 degrees Fahrenheit at the faucet.

The hot water temperature was 128 degrees Fahrenheit.
