(1) A licensee shall complete, and maintain in the home, a
separate record for each resident and shall provide record
information as required by the department. A resident
record shall include, at a minimum, all of the following
information:
(g) Weight record.
At the time of the onsite inspection, weight records for Residents A and B were not
documented in accordance with AFC licensing rules. Resident weights must be
recorded every month while residing at the facility.

A corrective action plan was requested and approved on 05/12/2023. It is expected
that the corrective action plan be implemented within the specified time frames as
outlined in the approved plan. A follow-up evaluation may be made to verify
compliance. Should the corrections not be implemented in the specified time, it may
be necessary to reevaluate the status of your license.
