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III. DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

MCL 400.734b Employing or contracting with certain employees providing 
direct services to residents; prohibitions; criminal history 
check; exemptions; written consent and identification; 
conditional employment; use of criminal history record 
information; disclosure; failure to conduct criminal history 
check; automated fingerprint identification system 
database; report to legislature; costs; definitions.

(2) Except as otherwise provided in this subsection or 
subsection (6), an adult foster care facility shall not employ or 
independently contract with an individual who has direct access 
to residents until the adult foster care facility or staffing agency 
has conducted a criminal history check in compliance with this 
section or has received criminal history record information in 
compliance with subsections (3) and (11). This subsection and 
subsection (1) do not apply to an individual who is employed by 
or under contract to an adult foster care facility before April 1, 
2006. On or before April 1, 2011, an individual who is exempt 
under this subsection and who has not been the subject of a 
criminal history check conducted in compliance with this section 
shall provide the department of state police a set of fingerprints 
and the department of state police shall input those fingerprints 
into the automated fingerprint identification system database 
established under subsection (14). An individual who is exempt 
under this subsection is not limited to working within the adult 
foster care facility with which he or she is employed by or under 
independent contract with on April 1, 2006 but may transfer to 
another adult foster care facility, mental health facility, or 
covered health facility. If an individual who is exempt under this 
subsection is subsequently convicted of a crime or offense 
described under subsection (1)(a) to (g) or found to be the 
subject of a substantiated finding described under subsection 
(1)(i) or an order or disposition described under subsection 
(1)(h), or is found to have been convicted of a relevant crime 
described under 42 USC 1320a-7(a), he or she is no longer 
exempt and shall be terminated from employment or denied 
employment.
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At the time of inspection, Staff- Natasha Cole’s employee record reviewed showed 
criminal background check completed on 03/09/2022 but Ms. Cole was hired on 
01/31/2022.

R 330.1803 Facility environment; fire safety.

(6) Evacuation assessments shall be conducted within 30 days 
after the admission of each new client and at least annually 
thereafter. The specialized program shall forward a copy of 
each completed assessment to the responsible agency and 
retain a copy in the home for inspection.  A home that is 
assessed as having an evacuation difficulty index of 
"impractical" using appendix f of the life safety code of the 
national fire protection association shall have a period of 6 
month from the date of the finding to either of the following:

(a) Improve the score to at least the "slow" category.

(b) Bring the home into compliance with the physical plant 
standards for "Impractical" homes contained in chapter 21 of the 
1985 life safety code of the national fire protection association, 
which are adopted by reference in these rules and which may 
be obtained from the Department of Mental Health, Lewis Cass 
Building, Lansing, MI 48913, at cost, or from the National Fire 
Protection Association Library, Battermarch Park, P.O. Box 
9101, Quincy, Massachusetts 02269-9101, 1-800-344-3555.  A 
prepaid fee may be required by the national fire protection 
association for a copy of the chapter 21 standards.  A price 
quote for copying of these pages may be obtained from the 
national fire protection association.

At the time of inspection, Licensee failed to complete and maintain a copy of 
evacuation assessments shall be conducted at least annually for 2022.

R 400.14301 Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan; 
emergency admission; resident care agreement; 
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(4) At the time of admission, and at least annually, a written 
assessment plan shall be completed with the resident or the 
resident's designated representative, the responsible agency, if 
applicable, and the licensee.  A licensee shall maintain a copy 
of the resident's written assessment plan on file in the home.

At the time of inspection, Resident A’s record reviewed contained written 
assessment plan completed on 02/16/2023 but Resident A was admitted in 
November 2022.

R 400.14301 Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan; 
emergency admission; resident care agreement; 
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(6) At the time of a resident's admission, a licensee shall 
complete a written resident care agreement. A resident care 
agreement is the document which is established between the 
resident or the resident's designated representative, the 
responsible agency, if applicable, and the licensee and which 
specifies the responsibilities of each party.  A resident care 
agreement shall include all of the following:
     (a)  An agreement to provide care, supervision, and 
protection, and to assure transportation services to the resident 
as indicated in the resident's written assessment plan and 
health care appraisal.
     (b)  A description of services to be provided and the fee for 
the service.
     (c)  A description of additional costs in addition to the basic 
fee that is charged.
     (d)  A description of the transportation services that are 
provided for the basic fee that is charged and the transportation 
services that are provided at an extra cost.
     (e)  An agreement by the resident or the resident's 
designated representative or responsible agency to provide 
necessary intake information to the licensee, including health-
related information at the time of admission.
     (f)  An agreement by the resident or the resident's 
designated representative to provide a current health care 
appraisal as required by subrule (10) of this rule.
     (g)  An agreement by the resident to follow the house rules 
that are provided to him or her.
     (h)  An agreement by the licensee to respect and safeguard 
the resident's rights and to provide a written copy of these rights 
to the resident.
     (i)  An agreement between the licensee and the resident or 
the resident's designated representative to follow the home's 
discharge policy and procedures.
     (j)  A statement of the home's refund policy.  The home's 
refund policy shall meet the requirements of R 400.14315.
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     (k)  A description of how a resident's funds and valuables will 
be handled and how the incidental needs of the resident will be 
met.
     (l)  A statement by the licensee that the home is licensed by 
the department to provide foster care to adults.

At the time of inspection, Resident A’s record reviewed contained a resident care 
agreement completed on 02/16/2023 but Resident A was admitted in November 
2022.

2ND REPEAT VIOLATION LSR 10/20/2020; CAP 11/02/2020 AND LSR 10/12/2018; 
CAP 10/31/2018

R 400.14310 Resident health care.

(3) A licensee shall record the weight of a resident upon 
admission and monthly thereafter.  Weight records shall be kept 
on file for 2 years.

At the time of inspection, Resident B’s record reviewed did not contain a current 
weight record.  Resident B’s last weight record was done in May 2022 and he was 
discharged in September 2022.

R 400.14315 Handling of resident funds and valuables.

(3) A licensee shall have a resident's funds and valuables 
transaction form completed and on file for each resident.  A 
department form shall be used unless prior authorization for a 
substitute form has been granted, in writing, by the department.

At the time of inspection, Residents A- B records reviewed did not contain a 
completed Funds Part II.  Resident A was only recorded for December 2022 and 
February 2023 with an admission date of 11/14/2022.  Resident B was last recorded 
on 04/21/2021 with an admission date of 12/13/2016.

R 400.14318 Emergency preparedness; evacuation plan; emergency 
transportation.

(5) A licensee shall practice emergency and evacuation 
procedures during daytime, evening, and sleeping hours at least 
once per quarter.  A record of the practices shall be maintained 
and be available for department review.
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At the time of inspection, Licensee failed to practice and maintain a copy of fire drills 
for evening hours during the first quarter of 2022.

2ND REPEAT VIOLATION LSR 10/20/2020; CAP 11/02/2020 AND LSR 10/12/2018; 
CAP 10/31/2018

 R 400.14408 Bedrooms generally.

(7) Bedrooms shall have at least 1 easily openable window.

At the time of inspection, I observed first floor resident bedrooms windows to be 
painted shut. 

 R 400.14505 Smoke detection equipment; location; battery replacement; 
testing, examination, and maintenance; spacing of 
detectors mounted on ceilings and walls; installation 
requirements for new construction, conversions, and 
changes of category.

(4) Detectors shall be tested, examined, and maintained as 
recommended by the manufacturer.

At the time of inspection, I observed smoke alarms making a chirping sound which is 
an indication of needing batteries. 

IV. RECOMMENDATION

 
Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, I recommend issuance 
of a regular license.
