Yes [ | (please explain) No[ | N/A [X



lll. DESCRIPTION OF FINDINGS & CONCLUSIONS

This facility was found to be in non-compliance with the following rules:

R 400.14301

Resident admission criteria; resident assessment plan;
emergency admission; resident care agreement;
physician's instructions; health care appraisal.

(10) At the time of the resident's admission to the home, a
licensee shall require that the resident or the resident's
designated representative provide a written health care
appraisal that is completed within the 90-day period before the
resident's admission to the home. A written health care
appraisal shall be completed at least annually. If a written health
care appraisal is not available at the time of an emergency
admission, a licensee shall require that the appraisal be
obtained not later than 30 days after admission. A department
health care appraisal form shall be used unless prior
authorization for a substitute form has been granted, in writing,
by the department.

There were no 2023 health care appraisals contained in Resident B, Resident C,
Resident D, Resident E or Resident F’s resident file.

(4) Menus of regular diets shall be written at least 1 week in
advance and posted. Any change or substitution shall be noted
and considered as part of the original menu.

e The menus dated February 27, 2023, through March 9, 2023, did not list any
breakfast options.

e The menus dated March 6,2024, through March 12,2023, did not list any
dinner options.

¢ All menus listed bag lunch as the lunch option Monday through Friday every
week.

R 400.14403 Maintenance of premises.

(2) Home furnishings and housekeeping standards shall present
a comfortable, clean, and orderly appearance.

e Bedroom #1 had a strong smell of urine and contained dust build-up.
e The doorframe on bathroom #3 was worn.
e The shower curtain in bathroom #3 was worn.

R 400.14403 Maintenance of premises.

(5) Floors, walls, and ceilings shall be finished so as to be easily
cleanable and shall be kept clean and in good repair.

e There was paint peeling on the walls in bedroom #2.
e There was paint peeling on the walls in the hallway near bathroom #3.
e There was paint peeling on the wall behind the recliner in bedroom #4.



IV. RECOMMENDATION

Contingent upon receipt of an acceptable corrective action plan, renewal of the license
is recommended.
