Dear Roderick Davis:

This letter is a follow-up to the Department’s findings regarding the interim inspection
conducted at your facility on 03/11/2025. The purpose of this inspection was to determine
compliance with applicable licensing statutes and administrative rules for an Adult Foster
Care small group home.

The violations that were found are:

R 400.14310 Resident health care.

(3) A licensee shall record the weight of a resident upon
admission and monthly thereafter. Weight records shall be kept
on file for 2 years.

e There was no documentation that Resident A had been weighed in the
February of 2025.

R 400.14315 Handling of resident funds and valuables.

(3) A licensee shall have a resident's funds and valuables
transaction form completed and on file for each resident. A
department form shall be used unless prior authorization for a
substitute form has been granted, in writing, by the department.
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e The transactions documented on Resident Funds Part Il form for Resident A
were unclear.

R 400.14401 Environmental health.

(2) Hot and cold running water that is under pressure shall be
provided. A licensee shall maintain the hot water temperature
for a resident's use at a range of 105 degrees Fahrenheit to 120
degrees Fahrenheit at the faucet.

e The hot water temperature was 130 degrees Fahrenheit.

R 400.14402 Food service.

(3) All perishable food shall be stored at temperatures that will
protect against spoilage. All potentially hazardous food shall be
kept at safe temperatures. This means that all cold foods are to
be kept cold, 40 degrees Fahrenheit or below, and that all hot
foods are to be kept hot, 140 degrees Fahrenheit or above,
except during periods that are necessary for preparation and
service. Refrigerators and freezers shall be equipped with
approved thermometers.

e The freezer was not equipped with a thermometer.

R 400.14403 Maintenance of premises.

(1) A home shall be constructed, arranged, and maintained to
provide adequately for the health, safety, and well-being of
occupants.

e There was an extension cord on the floor in the living room, causing a tripping
hazard.



Due to the violations identified in the report, a written corrective action plan is required.
The corrective action plan is due 15 days from the date of this letter and must include the
following:

¢ How compliance with each rule will be achieved.

e Who is directly responsible for implementing the corrective action for each
violation.

e Specific time frames for each violation as to when the correction will be
completed or implemented.

e How continuing compliance will be maintained once compliance is
achieved.

e The signature of the responsible party and a date.

The Department provides technical assistance to meet the licensing requirements and
consultation to improve services.
